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SPRING LIVE AT FIVE CONCERT SERIES MOVES TO HISTORIC VENUE

Six-week series begins Tuesday, April 3, at the Cox Capitol Theatre
(Macon, Ga.) Live at Five, the popular happy-hour concert series presented by the Georgia Music Hall of Fame, kicks off its spring series on Tues., April 3, at the Cox Capitol Theatre. Tickets are available for for individual shows ($5 museum member/$7 general public) or the entire series ($25 museum members/$30 general public). Tickets can be purchased in advanch by phone through Mercer University’s box office at 478-301-5470, online at www2.mercer.edu/theGrand/, in person at the Georgia Music Hall of Fame Music Store or at the door on day of show. 
Live at Five features diverse musical artists from around the state. The concert series began in Spring 2003 with intimate acoustic performances inside the museum’s exhibit hall and quickly grew to accommodate full-size bands. In 2005, the Hall of Fame’s partner, Cox Communications, began filming and broadcasting each performance on WCOX-15, Locals Only. Live at Five at the Cox Capitol Theatre allows for expanded audience capacity, a much larger stage for artists, food service through Second Street Pizza and the same non-smoking environment patrons have enjoyed in the past.

To alleviate downtown parking concerns, NewTown Macon will provide a trolley to transport patrons from the Hall of Fame parking lot to and from the Cox Capitol Theatre. The trolley will run continuously from 5 until 8 p.m. on each show day.

Tues., April 3: Sean Costello

This Atlantan has been playing a mean blues guitar and singing since he was a kid. At 14, Costello won the Memphis Blues Society talent award and three years later, he released his first album, Call the Cops. Costello’s 2005 self-titled release mixes flavors of funk, soul and rock with a Chicago Blues sound and features guest appearances from Levon Helm of The Band, Willie Weeks and the Conan O’Brien horn section.

No other Live at Five alum featured on WCOX has received as much response as Dublin, Ga.’s own blues songstress EG Kight. A five-time nominee for the prestigious W.C. Handy Awards, Kight’s most recent release, EG Live and Naked, hit the #1 spot on XM Satellite Radio’s Bluesville station.

Tues., April 24: Songwriters in the Round with Shane Bridges, Meghan Coffee, Sonia Leigh & Doria Roberts

Hear everything from Neo-Soul to Alt-Country to Pop when this unique collective of four of Georgia’s best singer/songwriters shares the stage and the stories of their songs.

Tues., May 1: Chris Hicks opening for PJ Morton Band

Macon’s favorite Southern rocker, Chris Hicks, returns to the Live at Five stage promoting a new album that is rumored to be his best yet. The new release is a funky blend of Hicks’ Southern-rock and deep-fried soul.

PJ Morton, the son of Gospel legend Bishop Paul S. Morton, refers to his genre-bending musical style as “soulful pop.” He has written songs for India.Arie, co-written with Jermaine Dupri for artists like Jagged Edge and Monica and toured with Erykah Badu.

Tuesday, May 8: Caroline Herring

Considered one of the most unique voices of Americana music today, Caroline Herring has been compared vocally and lyrically to Lucinda Williams and Nanci Griffith. In her new hometown of Atlanta, Herring has made a name for herself playing clubs like Eddie’s Attic and the Variety Playhouse. Her song “Mistress” made the Atlanta Journal Constitution’s 100 Greatest Songs of the South in 2005.

SHOWTIMES AND ADMISSION

Performances are held at 5:30 p.m. every Tuesday in April and the first two Tuesdays in May at the Cox Capitol Theatre. Tickets pre-orders by phone will be handled by Mercer University ticket sales at 478-301-5470. Tickets ordered through Mercer’s ticket office include a $2 shipping and handling fee. Tickets can also be bought at the Georgia Music Hall of Fame during regular business hours (Mon. – Sat. 9 - 5 p.m., Sun. 1 - 5 p.m.). 
Member rates are $5 for individual shows and $25 for series tickets. Non-members tickets are $7 for individual shows and $30 for series tickets. Tickets purchased through Mercer University include a $2 shipping and handling rate. Children under 15 get in free with a paying adult. Tickets will also be sold at the door. No discounts apply. Seating is general admission.

Parking is available in downtown Macon and at the Music Hall of Fame. The NewTown Macon trolley will shuttle patrons who park at the Music Hall of Fame to and from the Cox Capitol Theatre. Expect the trolley to make its rounds continuously between 5 – 8 p.m.
