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GMHF&M and the Old Governor’s Mansion Cover Civil War Music

The Georgia Music Hall of Fame and Museum is collaborating with the newly renovated Old Governor’s Mansion in Milledgeville in presenting a program on music of the Civil War on Saturday, May 13, at 6 p.m.

Author Dr. E. Lawrence Abel will be on hand to talk about his book Singing the New Nation: How Music Shaped the Confederacy, 1861-1865. Dr. Abel, a professor at Wayne State University in Michigan, has published more than 34 books and 30 articles in publications such as America’s Civil War and Civil War Times Illustrated. The book will be sold at the event and is available at the Georgia Music Hall of Fame Music Store.
The 8th Regiment Civil War Brass Band will perform period music using original Civil War brass instruments. The 8th Regiment Civil War Brass Band, formed in 1985 in Rome, Ga., consists of approximately 25 musicians including members of the Rome Symphony Orchestra. They present military music from both the Union and Confederate armies, observing authentic dress.

The 8th Regiment Band has loaned three 19th century brass instruments to the Georgia Music Hall of Fame and Museum. These pieces are currently on display in the museum’s main exhibit hall and will travel to Milledgeville for viewing at the May 13 event.
